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1. If the course is already full, no further course selection will be accepted. "If the number of students is below the minimum required for the course to be held (40 for daytime and 30 for evening), course withdrawal requests will not be accepted." If you wish to withdraw from a course, please do so during the second course add/drop period.
2. Please request fellow students to fill out the course correction application form carefully and ensure that all fields are completed. Additionally, please attach a copy of the current semester's class schedule and a photocopy of the student ID card or any other photo identification.
3. In accordance with the resolution from the 106-3 Academic Affairs Council meeting:

Freshmen (1st-year students) can enroll in a maximum of 2 general education courses per semester.

Sophomores (2nd-year students) and juniors (3rd-year students) can enroll in a maximum of 3 general education courses per semester.

Transfer students, seniors (4th-year students), and those engaged in full-semester off-campus internships can enroll in a maximum of 4 general education courses per semester starting from the third year.

Graduating students and students facing special circumstances that require them to take more than 4 courses may submit an application to the Center during the course correction period.
4. Process: Priority will be given to students who are graduating late, fourth-year students, and those with special reasons.
For direct withdrawal: You can withdraw from a course on the same day if the number of enrolled students is not below the minimum required for the course to be held (40 for daytime and 30 for evening). If the number of enrolled students is below the minimum, you cannot withdraw from the course.

For course addition or course addition/withdrawal: The applications will be processed based on the number of applications received each day, sorted by the student's grade level and the order in which they were received (receiving an application does not guarantee admission). The processing schedul

Please verify the results yourself as no separate notifications will be sent. If there is an error in the results, please contact the Center before 4:00 PM on October 4th, 112 (Wednesday). Requests made after the deadline will not be entertained.
5. To uphold the principle of fairness, course correction must be handled in person by the individual. If you, the student, have special circumstances preventing you from being present, you may need to fill out a proxy form (available for download on the General Education Center's website). A designated proxy can only represent one person in handling course correction matters.
6. Students who are graduating late  should take note of the tuition fee collection standards: If you are enrolled in 9 credits or more, you will be required to pay the full tuition and miscellaneous fees.
7. Repeating a course with the same course title will not count the duplicate credits towards graduation. Registration issues, outstanding fees, schedule conflicts, exceeding the credit limit, or similar circumstances will prevent you from processing course corrections
8. Starting from the 103 academic year, each department has established exclusion courses. Please refer to the General Education Handbook and be aware that courses excluded by your department will not be counted towards your graduation credits.
9. For courses not administered by the General Education Center, such as military training, physical education, and department-specific courses, please contact the respective department or unit for assistance.
